11th edition of Art Rotterdam draws 12.000 visitors
The art fairs Art Rotterdam and Object Rotterdam, held from 4 to 7 February in the  Cruise Terminal and in Las Palmas Rotterdam have drawn 12.000 visitors.
Gallery owners satisfied with excellent sales
Gallery owners from both fairs were more than satisfied with the quality of the visitors and the excellent sales. 
Gallery Ron Mandos (Amsterdam/ Rotterdam) sold a large sculpture of Dutch artist Levi van Veluw for € 22.000,- to a private collector. This unique object, consisting of over 2500 pieces of veneer wood sold on opening night. Ron Mandos also sold all works of Esiri Erheriene-Essi from the series ‘American Nightmare’. In 2009 this British artist won the prestigious Royal Prize of Painting. Gallery Juliètte Jongma (Amsterdam) sold all Works of young Czech artist Alice Nikitinova. Nikitinova graduated from the Rijksakademie in Amsterdam in 2008.
Christina Wilson Gallery (Copenhagen) sold two editions of Sophie Calle’s work ‘take care of yourself’ for € 30.000,- a piece. Gallery Anna Klinkhammer (Dusseldorf) characterized the fair as “sehr gut”, she sold a large painting of Simone Lucas for € 12.000,- to a private collector, as well as various works of Andrea Lehman. Without exception, all gallery owners agreed that the atmosphere and quality of visitors on both fairs were outstanding. 
Diana Stigter of Diana Stigter Gallery (Amsterdam): “it is pleasant to have sold one or more works from all artists we brought at the fair”.
At Object Rotterdam Vivid Gallery sold among others the unique piece ‘kast 2010’ from Vincent de Rijk for € 6000,- to a private collector. Thomas Eyck sold multiple carpets and pouffes from Christien Meindertsma’s ‘Flax Project’.
Winner illy prize 2010
During Art Rotterdam the illy prize was awarded for the 6th time. It was the first time that it was awarded to a Dutch artist. Lotte Geeven (1980, Mart House Gallery, Amsterdam) received the € 10.000,- cash prize from Carlo Bach, creative director of illy caffè, 
Art Rotterdam and Object Rotterdam 2011 take place from Wednesday 3 to Sunday 6 February.
